Flush Plate Assembly for SP SPD
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Quick Installation:

1. Verify system requirements. Confirm the
Surge Protective Device (SPD) is correctly rated for
the system to which it is to be connected. Compare
measured system voltage to the SPD voltage rating.
2. Identify location for the SPD. Locate the unit
as close as possible to the panel being protected to
minimize lead lengths. Follow all steps detailed on
the instructions included with the SPD.

3. Cut mounting hole. Measure and cut a hole
in the mounting substrate (wall) for the SPD per
Figure 3. Ensure the mounting hole will allow the SPD
to properly connect to the panel per the instructions
included with the SPD.
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(Optional)
Drill Holes

4., Install the SPD. With power off, install the SPD
according to the instructions provided with the device.

5. (Optional) Snap-off edges. Using the integrated
bend lines, the outer edges may be removed if more
clearance is needed (Figure 5 and 6)

6. (Optional) Drill holes. If desired, carefully drill
holes through the dimples so that the Flush Mount Plate
may be fastened with screws. Choose screws and drill bit
size as required by the application. See Figure 4.

7. Install Flush Mount Plate. Ensure sufficient
clearance around the SPD to insert the Flush Mount Plate,
adjust hole size if necessary. Install Flush Mount Plate by
fitting the installed SPD through the center opening until
the Flush Mount Plate rests against the substrate. Drive
screws through holes and into substrate if desired.
